In regards to the zoning/solar/renewable energy law(s), Councilman Kalamas stated at the June meeting a resolution will be made to send the new law(s) to the County Planning Board.  The Town Board will also hold a public hearing on the law in July.

Councilman Boliver presented 3 quotes for electronic, wireless signs.  He will look into permits, electrical cost and National Grid requirements for the next meeting.
