Councilmember Kalamas has received a few quotes for stone work around the base of the LED sign as well as a roof covering the sign.  He will submit the necessary paperwork for the Lewis County Façade and Streetscape Improvement Program to possibly help pay for the improvements.  
NEW BUSINESS
Councilmember Jones spoke with a representative from Tracey Road Equipment who suggested the Town get on the list for a 2024 truck.  There is no commitment or down payment required.  The Board agreed to do so.
Councilmember Kalamas spoke with Lewis County Highway Superintendent, Tim Hunt and has arranged for Mr. Hunt to hold a presentation for the Town of Croghan Highway Department on ice and salt.  Councilmember Kalamas is currently working with Mr. Hunt and the Lewis County Legislators to turn over the Long Pond bridge to the County.  He will also be working on the other 3 bridges in the Township, eventually turning over all 4 bridges to the County.  Councilmember Kalamas reached out to Eric Wil of AES Solar to inquire about monetary donations for the community.  He was able to secure $26,000.00 in donations for the community. Councilmember Kalamas will continue to work with AES Solar as they plan to make further donations in 2023.

SUPERVISOR COMMUNICATIONS
Supervisor Burriss received a call from the Union representative inquiring about bonuses for the Highway Department.  There are currently no bonuses being given to the Highway Department.  Supervisor Burriss also presented a voucher from Councilmember Kalamas requesting payment for his work of 50 hours removing old sewer pumps and installing and wiring the new E-One pumps.  Councilmember Boliver expressed his concern that it would set a precedent for councilmembers going forward to want to be paid extra for projects they work on etc.  Supervisor Burriss stated this was not for Councilmember Kalamas’s position or duties as Councilmember but for working with Joe and Rick, the contractors with the Sewer District.  Councilmember Jones stated this is ARPA money and is not taxpayer money.
