Brent Hastings and Eric Will of Geronimo Energy proposed a solar project in the Town of Wilna crossing into the Town of Croghan.  The project has a projected cost of $125,000,000.00 to $150,000,000.00 and would take a total of 3 years to complete.  Geronimo Energy will hold open houses for the public in March/April for more detailed information.  


Robert Boliver of BCA discussed the Waste Water Treatment Plant Disinfection Study.  He stated the Town would pay only $3,000.00 toward the study as the grant will cover $12,000.00.  The study will begin once all of the grant paperwork has been submitted and the weather allows.
Edith and Stuart Strash and Ron Herzig expressed concern over the rising cost of the sewer bill.  There was brainstorming of ideas on how to lower the bill.  Mrs. Strash also expressed her concern over the rising cost of taxes and specifically the portion of the street lighting she pays for.
