Todd Lyndaker spoke about his belief the Town should opt-in because it would bring approximately $28,000/year in revenue.  He also stated people would come from all over to purchase from a dispensary bringing business to other businesses in the Town.  

Attorney Burrows stated that New York State hasn’t adopted Cannabis use regulations but should do so after the first of the year.  It is unknown whether they will be “good” or “bad” for the community.  He also spoke about opting in versus opting out.  Once opted-in the Town would not be able to opt-out.  However, if the Town opts-out they always have the choice to opt-in at a later time.

Legislator Lisa Virkler spoke about the County having an abundance of money to spend.  One possibility is a sports center which would be located in Lowville.  She also spoke about Public Health receiving State funds in order to help keep local schools open this Fall.
